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The pursuit of happiness and peace is a universal human
endeavor, from which faith and culture have been born and
passed down through education.

Buddhism, originating in ancient India, interacted with
Greek civilization before spreading throughout Asia along
the Silk Road.

With its emphasis on cultivating compassion, Buddhism has
been a significant contributor to international peace for
centuries.

Practitioners of Buddhism seek inner peace and pray for the
well-being of both individuals and society as a whole.

In China, Korea, and Japan, Buddhist teachings were
preserved and disseminated through intricately carved
woodblock prints of the Buddhist Sacred Canons.

Japan, having experienced a prolonged period of peace
without civil wars or conflicts, has remarkably preserved three
versions of the Buddhist Sacred Canons at Zojoji Temple for
over four centuries.

Last year, Zojoji Temple and the Jodo shu jointly applied for
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Three Editions of Buddhist Sacred Canons stored at Zojoji
with UNESCO’s Memory of the World (2024-2025 cycle).In
April 2025, they have been successfully inscribed in

UNESCO’s Memory of the World.
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
